Peg out the tent loosely at first, 
before moving round the tent and tightening the peg 
loops, trying to create equal tension on all sides.

Check your tent, pegs and any associated cordage is in 
good condition each time before use.

Always hang damp product(s) after use & dry 
naturally.

-15 °C) is not recommended.
